As the President of Southern New Hampshire University (SNHU), I'm writing to recommend 
the services of Eco Power Hedge, LLC to other institutions or businesses.

The expertise offered by members of the EPH team enabled us to complete a feasibility study 
and to determine an effective strike price as well as a duration for the agreement. The contract 
was then successfully negotiated with a reputable wind producer. There were no upfront 
capital costs and no changes needed to our current energy purchase practices. Over the full 
term of this agreement, we believe the savings will likely be in the millions. It was a very 
worthwhile process for our institution. 

At SNHU we now have confidence in our ability to control future energy costs and to honor our 
ecological responsibilities. Together we all can take meaningful steps in meeting climate and 
energy challenges.
